a. Genesis 17:1 “When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to him and said, “I am God Almighty; walk 
before me faithfully and be blameless.” 

b. Exodus 6:3 “I appeared to Abraham, to Isaac and to Jacob as God Almighty, but by my name the LORD I did not make 
myself fully known to them.” 

c. Ruth 1:20  “Don’t call me Naomi,” she told them. “Call me Mara, because the Almighty has made my life very bitter.”

e. Romans 9:29  “It is just as Isaiah said previously: “Unless the Lord Almighty had left us descendants, we would have 
become like Sodom, we would have been like Gomorrah.” 

f. James 5:4  “Look! The wages you failed to pay the workers who mowed your fields are crying out against you. The cries 
of the harvesters have reached the ears of the Lord Almighty.” 

g. Revelation 1:8  “I am the Alpha and the Omega,” says the Lord God, “who is, and who was, and who is to come, 
the Almighty.”
