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A Worship Study Guide for Individuals, Groups and Families: For the week of July 22, 2018

Note to Discussion Leaders: Have members read the Bible passage in the group meeting. This is a “worship discussion” guide, and our
reflections and applications are grounded in Scripture. Read through this guide before meeting with the group. You do not need to work through
the whole guide. Decide which points would be most helpful for the time of meeting together, and use them as a starting point for your time
together.

Numbers 34:1-29 “Divide the Inheritance”
This week, Steve Shelby preached on Numbers 34:1-29.

e Verses 1-15 lay out the borders of the land of promise beginning in the south moving in a clockwise direction to the west, north and then
east.

o  Verses 16-29 lay out the leaders who will oversee how the land is divided up, by tribe and by size.
e  Sadly, we know that the people of God never lived in the full extent of the land that God gave to them.

e The good news for us is that Jesus Christ by His life, death and resurrection has secured our inheritance. He has gone to prepare a place
for us.

e  But the question that this text asks of us is, Are there God-given blessings that | am rejecting or avoiding?
o The blessing of struggle
o The blessing of suffering
o The blessing of generosity
o  The blessing of freedom

e s there a New Testament text that lays out the borders of the blessing that Jesus is giving to me?

e Romans 8:1-39
